Social Enterprise World Forum 2016 

One of our team Angus, recently had the wonderful opportunity to travel to the World Social 

Enterprise Forum in Hong Kong.  He was accompanied on the trip by Derek Marshall from the 

Factory Skatepark.  The Forum is the leading event of its kind in the world, attracting over 1000 

delegates from some 30 countries. Derek and Angus then joined a tour that was organised by 

Community Enterprise in Scotland (with the support of the British Council) to Myanmar (Burma). 

This involved an intensive programme of visits to social enterprises in Yangon (Rangoon) and also 

to those in the country.  They also played an active part in a social enterprise symposium, with 

representatives from all the relevant sectors, including the Myanmar Government.  This section 

of the tour offered a huge contrast to what they had experienced in Hong Kong. Myanmar has 

recently just installed its first democratic government after 60 years of isolated military dictatorship (and stagnating economy).  It also 

endured a cyclone in 2008, which left 150000 people dead and almost 3 million completely destitute.  There are however, really posi-

tive signs of regeneration and social enterprise is playing a key part in this process. Angus has done a short series of blogs which can

Work Able Scotland 

Scottish Government is working to develop a range of employability services to replace Work Choice and 

Work Programme. Stage one will involve two transition programmes called Work Able Scotland and Work 

First Scotland, designed to help people on  Employment and Support Allowance (ESA) benefit find and 

sustain work. The transition programmes will run until March 2018, when they will be replaced by a single 

programme helping long term unemployed jobseekers and people on ESA. 

The contract for Work Able Scotland is currently open for tenders through Public Contracts Scotland. It is 

worth noting that there are only 4 contract package areas for the whole of Scotland, with Dundee being 

part of the Forth Valley, Fife and Tayside package, which covers 7 Local Authority areas. Bids must cover 

the whole of that geography, and consortia and partnership bids are encouraged. For more information
